Project update
Work is continuing to progress on the build site. Redundant in-ground services have now been removed and
earthworks and preliminary drilling works are now underway. The site is currently 97% asbestos-free, with this
last section of affected material to be removed by the end of July. Phase one of the Hawkins site
establishment plan has now been completed.
